Please Note: Failure to vacate the premises on the date set forth above may cause Owner/Agent to suffer actual damages 
because of inability to gain access for maintenance or turn-over work or to allow new Tenant(s) to move in. These damages 
may include, but are not limited to: (a) the value of any rent accruing from the expiration or termination of the Rental 
Agreement until Owner/Agent knows or should know that Tenant(s) have relinquished possession of the unit; (b) loss of rent 
due to delays in delivering possession to new tenant(s); (c) any amounts owed to new Tenant(s) because of any delays in 
Owner/Agent’s ability to provide possession; (d) the costs of Owner/Agent’s employee time dealing with the delayed delivery 
of possession; and (e) costs imposed by contractors and other vendors rescheduling their work. 
Tenant(s) will be responsible for all actual damages incurred by Owner/Agent.
